Resolution No. 05-1 Environmental Health and Safety
Solid Waste Disposal
WHEREAS: Pollution and littering of lands and waters at the village and subsistence use areas are a threat to the health of the tribe and the environment and show disrespect for our traditions and culture; 

WHEREAS: Batteries and hazardous materials are toxic to our lands and wildlife and cause cancer and must be stored properly;

WHEREAS: When the landfill and the community floods, chemicals from improperly stored materials soak into the groundwater and become toxic to the land and subsistence resources. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that it is recognized that it is necessary to respect the environment by conforming to the following: 
1. Using the designated areas in the fenced landfill for disposal of batteries, dead animals, solid waste, and vehicles and burning of wastes. 

2. Keeping campsites clean and not littering. 
3. Not dumping along the river.

4. Not burning plastics and Styrofoam.

5. Not burning when smoke blows into homes. 

6. Storing hazardous materials properly. 
7. Backhauling industrial hazardous waste and medical waste and not placing them in the landfill. 

8. Keeping human waste in approved containers, disposing of human waste in proper pits, and immediately cleaning up any spills of human wastes. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Tribal staff will provide for posters, fact sheets and signs consistent with this resolution. 

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that persons found to be in violation of this resolution will be visited by the staff and provided with the above information and given an opportunity to understand the reasons why the action is necessary to respect our community. If this action is ineffective, then the Council will address the matter in public session to determine further action.
